A Revised planning application boundary
(Plan reference 715/205D)

Slight widening of the planning application boundary
around the southern access road corridor

To accommodate alignment options and construction
activity for the southern access road

B Revised Masterplan Statement (September
2008)

To show and describe changes associated with the revised
access strategy which brings forward, to an early stage, the

new link roads into the development and which does not
place a reliance on Rossland Crescent, Newton Road or
Station Road as vehicular routes into the development

In response to concerns raised by the local
community about increased traffic movements along
existing local roads

The pedestrian footbridge from the Greenock Road
recreation ground into the development is deleted

Station Road, Rossland Crescent and Newton Road

will form direct linkages for pedestrians and cyclists.

The benefits associated with a new footbridge do not
outweigh the intrusion and visual impact

To show changes associated with the revised approach to

surface water drainage

The schematic layout for surface water storage ponds
has been changed in order to minimise the potential
to attract large, flocking birds which could present a
risk to aircraft

To describe the changes to the phasing of development
(and the sequence of remediation tasks) associated with
the revised access strategy

The initial phases of development change in response
to the early construction of the southern link read
although the focus on creating a core near to the
railway station remains in phase one
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C Supplementary Environmental Information
(September 2008)

To echo the changes to the Masterplan Statement

The changes to layout, access, phasing and surface
water drainage have implications for the
Environmental Statement

To clearly set out the development parameters on which
the process of environmental impact assessment is based

There are certain aspects of the project (gross
development area, maximum density and maximum
ridge height, for instance) which have informed the
process of environmental impact assessment. These
are clearly stated

To set out revisions to the Outline Remediation Strategy
and to appraise the environmental implications arising from
this revised strategy

The Outline Remediation Strategy has been aligned
with the revised masterplan and sets out, in particular,
a refined approach to the decontamina‘tio‘n of
buildings

D Revised Transport Assessment
(September 2008)

To reflect changes which arise as a consequence of the
revised access strategy

The primary focus on vehicular access along the
southern and northern access roads and changes to
the sequence of roads infrastructure delivery
necessitate changes to the Transport Assessment

E  Revised Public Transport Strategy
(September 2007)

To reflect changes that arise as a consequence of the
revised access strategy and to provide an updated
commentary on rail infrastructure and capacity issues.

The relationship between the bus / rail interchange
and the development alters

Updated information is introduced for infrastructure
and capacity developments on the rail network

F  Supplementary Note to the Flood Risk
Assessment (April 2008)

The approach to storage of surface water has been
changed

The changes are in response to a need to minimise
the attraction of large, flocking birds which can
present a risk to aircraft

G Revised FoulWater Drainage Strategy
(October 2007)

Changes that reflect the completion of a Drainage Impact
Assessment (DIA) with Scottish Water which confirms that
the existing Bishopton pumping station has the capacity to
accept foul water drainage from the development.

To most efficient and least intrusive option for dealing
with foul water is to make best use of existing
infrastructure

To reflect the fact that the early construction of the
southern access road (part of the revised access strategy)
provides an opportunity for an alternative, direct alignment
of the foul water pipe.

The alignment of the foul water rising main from the
development along the southern access road will :
avoid disruption in the centre of Bishopton
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H Revised Community Woodland Park
Management Strategy (August 2007)

To provide clarification on the continuing operational role of
the environmental test facility (ETF) and to distinguish the
ETF from the proposed Community Woodland Park

There is a need to clearly distinguish the foreseeable
operational role of the ETF from the long term vision
for the Community Woodland Park

To make it clear that the Community Woodland Park
Management Strategy provides the parameters for the
environmental impact assessment process for development
outwith the core development area

There is an inter-relationship between the way in
which the Community Woodland Park is to be
managed in the long-term and the way in which
environmental implications have been assessed

Response to comments by Scottish Natural
Heritage (SNH) on the Environmental
Statement (July 2007)

To provide further information on the implications for
landscape character zones and the Formakin Estate and to
examine options for the alignment of the northern access
road

SNH has requested clarification on three particular
matters : the way the ‘rugged upland’ landscape
character has influenced the project; how the project
relates to the Formakin designed landscape and the
impact on the landscape and visual resource arising
from different options for the alignment of the northern
access road
